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Information regarding qualifications/ police check will be kept on a central
database. A database like this will be an invaluable and convenient source of
information. All information on members of the association will be stored in one place
and could potentially be shared with sporting,
educational and other agencies to provide peace of mind with regard to the
qualification of a coach. This will take place in line with the Isle of Man Data
Protection Act 2002

For a successful application coaches must have the following:

Attended Safeguarding & Protecting Children Workshop
Attended Equity in Your Coaching Workshop

Hold an up to date Emergency First Aid qualification
Hold a satisfactory Police Check or CRB Check

Hold a minimum of a Level 1 National Governing Body
qualification
